The Messengers of The Spheres and Stars
The Wheels of The Chariot of God

OPHANIM is a Hebraic word that means wheels, spheres or whirlwinds. These are associated with the
Wheels of the Chariot of God, common called by the Hebraic word Merkabah.

This is my own interpretation of these “Wheels” and It’s movement by using a figure of a Double Triangle
in which are inscribed multiple Hexagon forms, the have inside alsc multiple double triangles, creating this
way the movement of these “Wheels”.

These several figures creates the form of Stars, that on Blavatsky’s words makes Ophanim Star’s
informing Souls.

So | call this figure Ophanim, or the representation, using Geemetrical Forms, of the Beings or Angels,
representing the Movement of the Heavenly Stars as long as Their Messengers.

This also represents the inner Divine Force that exists inside each human being, which pulses, moves and
creates, allowing the establishment of the primitive intuitive connection between the Divine and our
physical form, remembering that the Two are One.

The most usual comparison is with the wheels described in Ezekiel's vision of the Chariot of God (the
Hebrew Merkabah) in Ezekiel 1:15-21. Some passages of “The Book of Enoch” illustrate them as a class
of Celestial Angels who, along with the Cherubim and Seraphim, never sleep, but guard the Throne of
God. *

*“And he will call all the Host of the Heavens and all the Holy Ones above, and the Host of the Lord, the Cherubim, and the
Seraphim, and the Ophanim, and all the Angels of Power, and all the Angels of the Principalities, and the Chosen One, and the
other host that is upon the dry ground, and over the water, on that Day.”

“And round about were the Seraphim and the Cherubim, and the Ophanim; these are They Who Do Not Sleep but keep watch
over the Throne of His Glory.”

Os Mensageiros das Esferas e das Estrelas
As Rodas da Carruagem de Deus

H. P. Blavatsky também refere-se a Eles como as “rodas” vistas na visao de Ezequiel, mas tambem
acrescenta os Seres (Esferas do Mundo) vistos na Visdo de S&o Jodo, também representades como as
quatro criaturas, comumente identificadas com os quatro Evangelistas Cristaos. Ela também faz Deles um
grupo de seres relacionados com a Sephira Chokmah (Sabedoria) da Arvore da Vida Cabalistica
Sephirotica. (1)

Ela também faz uma correlagéo entre estes Seres e o texto Cabalistico da Sepher Yetzirah. (2)

No seu livro “A Doutrina Secreta”, no comentario a Stanza V, ela novamente se refere aos Ophanim como
as “rodas”, sendo os centros de forga, em torno dos quais a matéria césmica primordial se expande e,
passando por todos os seis estagios de consolidagao, torna-se esferoidal e termina por se transformar em
globos ou esferas.

Ela continua escrevendo que “é um dos dogmas fundamentais da Cosmogonia Esotérica, que durante os
Kalpas (ou zeons) da vida, MOVIMENTO, que, durante os periodos de Repouso "pulsa e vibra através de
cada atomo adormecido”, assume uma tendéncia crescente, desde o primeiro despertar do Kosmos até
um novo "Dia, " ao movimento circular. A "Deidade torna-se um VORTEX" Eles também sio chamados de
Rotze - as rodas méveis das drbitas celestes que participam da criagio do mundo - quando o significado se
refere ao principio animador das estrelas e planetas; pois na Cabala, eles s&o representados pelos
Ophanim, os Anjos das Esferas e estrelas, dos quais eles sao as Almas informadoras ”. (3)

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H. P. Blavatsky refers to Them also as the “wheels” seen on Ezekiel vision, but also adds the Beings
(World—Spheres) seen on St. John's Vision, also represented as the four creatures, common identified
with the four Christian Evangelists. She also makes of These as a group of beings related with the Sephira
Chokmah (Wisdom) from the Sephirotical Kabalistical Tree of Life. (1)

She also made a correlation with these Beings and the Sepher Yetzirah Kabalistic text. (2)

On her book “The Secret Doctrine”, on the commentary to Stanza V, she again refers to The Ophanim as
the “wheels”, as being the centres of force, around which the primordial cosmic matter expands, and,
passing through all the six stages of consolidation, becomes spheroidal and ends by being transformed
info globes or spheres.

She continues by writing that “it is one of the fundamental dogmas of Esoteric Cosmogeny, that during the
Kalpas (or secons) of life, MOTION, which, during the periods of Rest "pulsates and thrills through every
slumbering atom", assumes an evergrowing tendency, from the first awakening of Kosmos to a new "Day,"
to circular movement. The "Deity becomes a WHIRLWIND." They are also called Rotee — the moving
wheels of the celestial orbs participating in the world's creation — when the meaning refers to the
animating principle of the stars and planets; for in the Kabala, they are represented by the Cphanim, the
Angels of the Spheres and stars, of which they are the informing Souls.” (3)

Estes estio associados
com as Rodas da Carruagem de Deus, usualmente denominada pela palavra hebraica Merkabah.

Estas varias figuras criam a forma de Estrelas, que nas palavras de Blavatsky fazem dos Ophanim as
Almas Informadoras ou Mensageiras das Estrelas.

Entdo chamei esta figura de Ophanim, ou a representagéo, usando Formas Geométricas, dos Seres ou
Anjos, simbolizando o Movimento das Estrelas Celestiais, enquanto Seus Mensageiros.

Na minha visao propria também se relacionam com a Forga Divina interior que existe dentrc de cada ser
humano, que pulsa, move e cria, permitindo o estabelecimento da conexao intuitiva primitiva entre o
Divino e a nossa forma flsica, lembrando que os Dois s&o Um.

A comparagédo mais usual é feita com as rodas descritas na visdo de Ezequiel da Carruagem de Deus (a
Merkabah hebraica) em Ezequiel, 1: 15-21. Algumas passagens do “Livro de Enoch” ilustram-nas como
uma classe de Anjos Celestiais que, junto com os Querubins e Serafins, nunca dormem, mas vigiam o
Trono de Deus. *

*“E ele chamaré toda a Hoste dos Céus e Todos os Santos acima, e a Hoste do Senhor, os Querubins, & os Serafins, e os
Ophanim, e todos os Anjos do Poder, e todos os Anjos dos Principados, € o Escolhido, e a outra hoste que esta sobre a terra
seca, e sobre a agua, naquele Dia. ”

“E em redor estavam os Serafins e os Querubins e os Ophanim; Estes sdo aqueles gue ndo dormem, mas vigiam o trono de
sua gléria."
